Seismic inspections and retrofits of houses are recommended for householders by the governments. But these seismic retrofits of
houses have not disseminated sufficiently. In order to disseminate seismic retrofits, survey/analysis method of householder’s
willingness on the seismic retrofits has been developed. Adopting this method for three areas in Japan, householder’s willingness in
these areas was analyzed. Counter measures by local governments to disseminate seismic retrofits are proposed. These counter
measures should be optimize for each areas, because householder’s willingness is different in each areas. Counter measures should

be selected based on the results of the survey/ analysis in each stage of the disseminations of seismic retrofits.
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
